AIM OF THE SEMINAR
According to the Statistics there are approximately 30 Million disabled in the European Union. Disabled people are often subject to discrimination. It should be essential that disabled people concerns are included in all discussions when disability issues are on the agenda. This is why FIMITIC in cooperation with its member association STILM is organizing the international Seminar on “Advancing Disability Rights in Europe: People with Physical Disability in the countries of South Eastern Europe“ to demonstrate the factors contributing to the very difficult situation of people with physical disability in the region, inviting speakers who should highlight the present and future challenges and find answers on what tools and methods shall be applied to improve the quality of life of people with disabilities.

The FIMITIC Seminar will cover various fields of life: Accessibility, employment, rehabilitation, health care, social protection as well as national and international regulations should be demonstrated. Identifying problems is very essential but not enough. Alternatives for the solution of the problems are also important to be defined.

           Lack of adequate regulations on the specific issues concerning people with disabilities and on their implementation is known. The programs and obligations in this field both on the central administration level and on the level of the member associations need to be reviewed as well. Some factors may be identical in each country but some may vary due to the different economical, social and multicultural as well as historical background. Creating equity of people with physical disabilities needs development of a better understanding of their special situation. To this end the role of disability movement is very important. It is our task to reveal the necessity of establishing legal instruments concerning people with disabilities, other then on citizens without disabilities. We have to stipulate, however the issue requiring special regulation.


        The Seminar shall be an exceptional opportunity to get a clearer picture of the position of persons with physical disabilities in South-Eastern Europe aspiring to join the European Union as well as looking into the possibilities of creating a network and cooperation of organizations of persons with physical disabilities in the region. All this in view of encouraging the implementation of the European standards on protection and rights of disabled people in this part of Europe. Apart from this regional approach, the Seminar shall have an international reference by giving a special attention to the Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities which is in the process of adoption within the United Nations. 

Proposals will be made by FIMITIC on international and national policies and practices designed to meet the specific needs of people with physical disabilities in the member countries of South-Eastern Europe in order to improve their quality of life.
