Proposal for future work programme

People with physical disability in the South-Eastern Europe and civil dialogue
There is an urgent need for empowerment of people with physical disability in the South-Eastern region of Europe. The main objective is to consolidate the concept of social economy under the affect on people with disabilities in the region in a state of transition. The philosophy is to build up a civil society of equal opportunities and partners by creating an overview on the situation in the countries, to carry bridges of integration and to pave the way for setting up an experienced example of good practice towards improvement of daily life of the most disadvantaged group of people with disability and their human rights.

FIMITIC and its members shall contribute to dialogue between the South-Eastern European members and partner organisations of people with physical disability, promoting the establishment of contacts, exchange of experiences and influencing the development particularly with regard to changes in legislation occurring in each country.

Towards this goal a first International Working Seminar is proposed by the Association of Physically Disabled Persons of Macedonia – STILM – to take place in autumn 2006 in the city of  Ohrid.  It shall be an honour and privilege for STILM to host the seminar by assuring that there is a capability to undertake such a demanding task.

The preparatory work started already and some more details with reference to goals, programme, method of work, date and venue shall with pleasure be made known by STILM in due time.

The initiative is in line with the United Nations General Assembly Resolution 2004, based on the Maintenance of the international security, good neighbourliness, stability and development in South-Eastern Europe.
